The base units, the mirror units, the electric and the hydraulic wiring have to be installed or
connected by skilled personnel.

Ensure that the slope of the floor will not cause stability problem to the base unit
Do not bring changes to the furniture which could compromise the stability of its structure

Do not weigh down the shelves with excessive loads (it is advisable to consider 2kg as
maximum load)

Do not use the shelves as supporting point in order to reach higher parts
Do not use for mirrors with lamp holders, light bulbs with power greater than 75W each.

On glass washbasins, do not use hot water with temperature difference between water and
washbasin greater than 60 C, to avoid the risk of thermal shock and damage to the
washbasin.

EN Floor standing furniture installation instructions

Take the base unit out of its packaging. Position the base unit on a level surface with
the underside facing up.

Screw the four provided feet to the underside in correspondence of the already marked
points.

Position the base unit with the feet on the floor and move it to the selected installation
point. Use the regulation nut to adjust the height of each leg so that the base unit rests
firmly and horizontally on the floor. Move the strip frame down to cover the regulation
nut.

Secure the base unit to the wall by fixing the two provided screws in the right and left
supporting bracket on the back of the base unit. Measure the distance from the center
of the hole of one supporting bracket to the floor (A) and the distance from the center of
the hole of the right supporting bracket to the center of the hole of the left supporting
bracket (B).

Cn lhe wall lo inslall the Turnilure, measure dislance eyual Lo (A) from the flioor and mark
(D1) the first fixing point. Starting point (D1) and in horizontal direction with the help ofa
level, measure distance equal to (B) and mark (D2), the second fixing point.

Use a drill suitable for the type of the wall and open holes in points (D1) and (D2). The
diameter of the holes must accommodate plugs and screws provided in base unit
packaging. Insert the plugs into the holes in the wall.

Position the base unit to the wall so that the two holes of the supporting brackets align
with the two holes in the wall. Insert the screws through the holes of the supporting
brackets and screw them to fix the base unit to the wall.

Put the silicone buffers on the rims of the base unit sides, when provided in the base
unit packaging.

Install the faucet on the washbasin/top and then place the washbasin/tog on the base
unit.

Use antifungal transparent silicone to seal the gap between the washbasin/top and the
walland to the contact points of the base unit. Clean any excess silicone.

Place the rack when provided in the base unit packaging in the interior of the base unit
atthe desired level.

Take the mirror unit out of its packaging and position it on a level surface:

Measure the distance from the top edge of the mirror unit to the center of the hole of
one of the two metal mounting brackets of the mirror (A) and the distance from the
center of the hole of the right metal mounting bracket to the center of the hole of the left
metal mounting bracket of the mirror (B).

Align the mirror unit to the base unit. Measure a distance of 100 cm above the surface of
the washbasin/top (the recommended mirror unit mounting height) and mark (C).

Starting point (C) and towards the floor, measure distance equal to (A) and mark (D1),
the first mounting point. Starting point (D1) and in horizontal direction with the help of a
level, measure distance equal to (B) and mark point (D2), the second mounting point.

Use a drill suitable for the type of the wall and open holes in points (D1) and (D2). The
diameter of the holes must accommodate plugs and anchor screws provided in base
unit packaging. Insert the plugs into the holes in the wall.

Screw the provided anchor screws into the plugs allowing them to protrude about 2 cm
from the surface of the wall. Hang up the mirror unit on the anchor screws.
